For the Django fanatics, there’s not a finer 
gypsy jazz band than One Leg Up.   Hailing 
from Asheville, North Carolina, they have been 
performing together since 2003.  
 
A tight jazz ensemble, One Leg Up, plays Gypsy 
jazz with

the solos come fast 
and furious with a 
high level of 
sensual energy and 
instrumental 
wizardry. 
  
One Leg Up works 
within the gypsy

Like an astute 
big band, the group’s musicians are equally 
luminescent. At any moment, a violin, mandolin, 
or clarinet will take center stage, creating a stir 
usually reserved for a newly arrived brew. They 
are a mainstay at venues throughout the 
Southeast U.S. at festivals, concerts and jazz 
clubs.

Miles on Miles: 
Interviews and 
Encounters with Miles 
Davis 
 

Miles on Miles is a new 
collection of interviews and 
essays related to Miles 
Dewey Davis III (1926-
1991), who is already one 
of the most densely 
documented musicians of 

our time. Davis was regarded by many as, in the 
words of one journalist, the wickedest, canniest, 
deepest, slickest, baddest musician of the last 
century.  Editors Maher and Dorr culled 28 
chapters and 326 pages from articles written 
between 1957 and 1989 by some of the finest 
jazz writers ever -- Leonard Feather, Nat 
Hentoff, Arthur Taylor -- and a bunch of people 
that one would neither expect to run in such 
circles nor, sometimes, have ever heard of at all. 
 

Davis wasn't always the easiest person to talk 
to—if you're going to shut up, man, I'll tell you 
was his impatient response in one frustrating 
conversation—but when approached by the 
right person, someone with the perceptiveness of 
Nat Hentoff or Art Taylor, he could produce 
dazzling insights (in one 1987 interview, he spins 
intricate technical details on getting the right 
sound out of synthesizers).  
 

It's the little scenes that are most memorable: 
Davis at a birthday party for Louis Armstrong, 
or trying to persuade his errand boy biographer 
Eric Nisenson to make a late-night drug 
delivery. In some unfortunate cases, the 
interview is more about the self-important 
journalist celebrating his proximity to a jazz 
legend than about Davis himself, but even then 
it's impossible for anybody but Davis to hold the 
spotlight for long.  
 

Miles On Miles is a useful document of Davis’ 
various artistic and life transitions -a valuable 
appendix to the music. (Review from various 
sources)

self-entitled album.  
The group was

Jazz’ Biggest Seller 

Miles Davis’ Kind of Blue turns 50 
 

As most jazz fans know, fifty years ago on 
March 2, 1959, Miles Davis, Bill Evans, John 
Coltrane, Cannonball Adderley, Paul 
Chambers and Jimmy Cobb met at the 

Columbia 30th Street Studios in NYC for the 
first session of Miles 
new album, Kind of 
Blue. 
 

It was the 
touchstone for many 
other future 
recordings bearing 
its mighty influence 
and it fostered 
several high profile 
careers, and a new 
modal sound for jazz. Kind of Blue went on to 
be certified platinum, selling 4 million 
records, the most ever for a jazz album.  
 

Bill Evans had left the band in late 1958, but 
was called back by Miles for the sessions, 
which included his new pianist Wynton Kelly 
on one track only, Freddie Freeloader. The 
tunes they did that day, "So What", "Blue in 
Green" (written by Evans, though credited to 
Miles) and "Freeloader" all became 
standards as did "All Blues" from the April 
session.  
 

Documentaries and entire books have been 
written on this one album alone.
