Lynn Roberts

On Wednesday night at the Savannah Jazz
Festival, jazz history will be personified as
singer Lynn Roberts performs with the
legendary bassisBen Tuckelas the Savannah
Jazz Festival moves south for one of its
evenings.

Those who have been privileged to share many
musical moments with Ms. Roberts, are
grateful that she has prevailed as one of the
few stars to bridge the decades. Her dedication
and success have provided us with a legacy of
an endless flow of wonderful music from the
Big Band Era to the present. It takes only one
short session with her to convince anyone, that
Lynn Roberts is their favorite singer, and one
of the super songbirds of all time.

Born Leonore Theresa Raisig in Brooklyn,
New York in 1935, she was raised in Queens,
NY.

Ms. Roberts’ jazz resume is most impressive
and parallels the history of big band jazz.

She has performed with some of the top big
bands in jazz history, having spent five years
with Tommy and Jimmy Dorsey, ten years
with Benny Goodman and four years with
Harry James. She also shared the spotlight
with Sammy Kay for a year and a half, on the
ABC-TV show “Music From Manhattan.”
Ms. Roberts sang with the Pied Pipers for
many years and has toured the world with Doc
Severensen’s Big Band.”

In 1978 producer Michael Bennett featured her
as “Marlene” the girl singer in the Broadway
production of “Ballroom.” It was there that
critic Rex Reed said, “Lynn Roberts sings like
an angel, and the way she handles “Dreams”
the evening’s best song, is a thing of pure
beauty.”

Lynn released “The Men in My Life,” a CD
dedicated to the talented musicians with whom
she has worked over the years. Lynn used the
spectacular big band “Reunion,” made up of
musicians from the “Air Men of Note,” and
the “US Navy Commanders.”

Last year she released her new CD “I'll Never
Stop Loving You,” a collection of love songs
that will pull the heartstrings.

Once you've seen and heard Ms. Roberts and
reflect upon that grand period called the “The
Big Band Era,” you will place the name Lynn
Roberts right at the top.

John Lee Hooker, Jr.

John Lee
Hooker Jr. will
strongly move
all that hear him
play and sing
his style of
down-and-dirty
Chicago Blues!
His songs are
filled with spirit
and passion. His

uncompromised. A style, he calls "two parts
R&B, one part jazz and "down home blues,”
Hooker, Jr. is carrying on a century-old family
musical heritage - that he learned from his
father John, Sr. - who in turn learned from his
stepfather, Will Moore, a blues singer/guitarist
who most influenced his guitar style. "It's
extremely difficult to do what Mr. Hooker has
done: confront both the blessing and the
burden of being heir to one of the music's most
daunting legacies, while still retaining one's
own identity."

Heir apparent to the Blues throne, John Lee
Hooker, Jr. was born in Detroit -with Delta

blues-filled blood running through his Motown

veins. In his youth he learned showmanship
from friends and legendary artists like the late
greats Jimmy Reed and Big Mama Thorton.
His destiny was sealed by 'The Fates' when he
was only eight years old and performed on
Detroit's WJBK radio. Regardless that his

father was the legendary a blues pioneer, he
knew at that moment, he wanted to be a world-
class musician. Touring with his father while

in his teens, by the time he was 16 he had
already performed in prestigious venues such
as Detroit's Fox Theatre with acclaimed

musicians such as Jimmy Reed. In 1972, an
eighteen year-old John Jr. was singing vocals

alongside his father for the recording of
Hooker, Sr.'s album Live at Soledad Prison
(ABC Records).

Hooker, Jr. has shared the stage with legends
such as BB King, Johnny and Edgar Winter,
Lucky Peterson, Bo Diddley, Charlie
Musselwhite, Koko Taylor, Johnny Johnson,
Elvin Bishop, Ron Thompson, and Canned
Heat to name a few. Their non-stop touring
across the country, and internationally has
included countries like Poland, The
Netherlands, Austria, Montenegro, Holland
and Czechoslovakia as well as Canada,
Norway, Germany, Australia, Lithuania,
Switzerland, ltaly, France, Belgium and more
recently, Africa.

Mr. Hooker, Jr's newest effort on disc, “Blues
with a Vengeance” certainly lives up to its
name by wrapping up 2004 with a Grammy
nomination in the Traditional Blues Album
category and he recently won the distinguished
W.C. Handy Award for Best New Artist
Debut! The California Music Awards
(formerly the BAMMYS) namedlues with a
Vengeance2004's Outstanding Blues Album
of the Year, and the Bay Area Blues Society
presented John Lee Hooker Jr. with the 2004
Comeback Artist of the Year award. The CD
pays homage to his dad, with remakes of his
blues classics like, "Boom, Boom" and "One
Bourbon, One Scotch, One Beer," along with
eight songs penned by Hooker Jr. that extol the
trials and woes of the everyday working class.
A marriage of old school blues funk mixed
with hip-hop sensibility, inspired by John Lee
Hooker, Sr. who said, "The Blues is a pimp
because every time you have 'em, you go do
something or get something to get rid of 'em."
