After just a few 
years in her hometown, she won a devoted 
following, became a mainstay at the major jazz 
venues, was profiled in every major Nashville 

paper, and gave a celebrated sold-out 
performance backed by the Nashville Symphony. 
 

Her career in jazz has taken her through four 
recordings on her own label (one with renowned 
jazz organist Joey DeFrancesco), stardom in 
Nashville and regular appearances in Atlanta, 
New York, Los Angeles, and Montreal to sold-
out audiences.
