The Yellowjackets Will Surely Create a Buzz
At The Savannah Jazz Festival

Twenty-five years ago, while a small group of

individuals were getting together to create a
new “jazz” organization in Savannah, another
group, jazz musicians, also joined forces to
create what was to become one of the most
popular jazz ensembles of our time. The first
group decided to name their group, The

Coastal Jazz
Association The
group of musicians
called themselves,
THE
YELLOWJACKETS
One exciting thing
about the
Yellowjackets is that

each member of the

group is an established

headliner in their own

right. Coming to

Savannah for a

performance not to be missed are Russell
Ferrante, Jimmy Haslip, Marcus Baylor and
Eric Marienthal.

"The basic foundation, that initial spark of
innovation, is still there,” says Mr. Haslip.
"We're very open minded and are always
looking to the horizon to see what's up ahead.
We're very dedicated to our craft, and we're
constantly trying to progress. That ultimately
is a motivating factor in keeping a band like
this going. It's a laboratory, in essence, where
some great experiments have taken place.”
Unique for a contemporary jazz group, along
with  their unimpeachable chops and
embracing fusion of jazz, Latin, world and
electronic ingredients, they have maintained a
rare integrity in the content of their music.

Mr. Marienthal is perhaps best known as the
saxophonist who helped establish the sound of
Chick Corea’s Elektric Band as well as for his

successful recording career with GRP Records.

Russell Ferrante has been the pianist of choice
for numerous groups, but to name a few, he
has played with Jimmy Witherspoon, Jim
Pepper, Joe Farrell, Joni Mitchell, Bobby
McFerrin, Robben Ford, Al Jarreau, Marilyn
Scott, Kevyn Lettau, Ernie Watts, Sadao
Watanabe, GRP Big Band, Lee Ritenour, Tom
Scott, Take 6, Michael

Franks, Eric
Marienthal, and
Brenda Russell."

Needless to say, the list
goes on and on.

Jimmy Haslip’s bass is
an integral part of the
Yellowjackets sound.
In addition to building
the foundation upon
which their songs are
crafted, his thoughtful
and often fiery solos
are a high water mark of many Yellowjackets
tracks.

Drummer, Marcus Baylor has set the musical
beat for Cassandra Wilson, Kenny Garrett,
Chick Corea, Freddie Hubbard, John Scoffield,
Joshua Redman (Elastic Band), Greg Osby,

Rashied Ali Quintet

Rashied Ali is a survivor. Best known for replacing
Elvin Jones as John Coltrane’s drummer of choice
in the mid-sixties, Mr. Ali has sustained himself as
a working, thriving musician right through to the
present day. He is a progenitor and leading
exponent of multidirectional rhythms /
polytonal percussion. A student of Philly

Joe Jones and an admirer of Art

Blakey, Ali developed the
style known as "free jazz"
drumming, which

liberates the percussionist
from the role of human
metronome.

Born Robert Patterson on 1

July 1935 in Philadelphia,

Pennsylvania, Mr. Ali began his

percussion career in the U.S. Army

and started gigging with rhythm and

blues and rock groups when he returned

from the service. Cutting his musical

teeth with local Philly R&B groups, he
gradually moved on to play in the local jazz
scene with such notables as Lee Morgan, Don
Patterson and Jimmy Smith. Early in the 1960s the
Big Apple beckoned, and soon Rashied Ali was a
fixture of the avant-garde jazz scene, backing up
the excursions of such musical free spirits as Don
Cherry, Pharoah Sanders, Paul Bley, Archie Shepp,
Bill Dixon and Albert Ayler. It was during this
period that Rashied Ali made his first major
recording On This Night with Archie Shepp
(Impulse) and began to sit in wilohn Coltrane's
group at the Half Note and other clubs around
Manhattan.

In November 1965 John Coltrane decided to use a
two-drummer format for a gig at the Village Gate;
the percussionist “Trane” chose to complement the
already legendary Elvin Jones was Rashied Ali.
Thus began a musical odyssey whose
reverberations are still felt in the music today. The
rolling, emotion-piercing music generated by the
Coltrane/Ali association is still being discussed,
analyzed, reviewed and enjoyed in awe as the
compact disk format introduces the era to a new
host of the sonically awareness.

Upon his return to the U.S., Rashied Ali resumed
his place at the forefront of New York's music
scene, working and recording with the likes of
Jackie McLean, Alice Coltrane, Archie
Shepp, Gary Bartz, Dewey Redman and
others too numerous to mention here. In
response to the decaying New York
jazz scene in the early 1970s, Rashied
Ali opened the loft-jazz club Ali's
Alley in 1973 and also established
a companion enterprise, Survival
Records. Ali's Alley began as a
musical outlet for New York
avant-garde but soon
became a melting pot of
jazz styles. Although the
Alley closed in 1979, its
legacy continues in the New
York jazz scene and Rashied Ali
has been busy gigging with a virtual
Who's Who in jazz, refining his music and
encouraging a host of younger musicians.

In 1987 Mr. Ali recorded as a member of the group
Phalanx, with guitarist James "Blood" Ulmer, tenor
saxophonist George Adams, and bassist Sirone. In
1991, he made the critically acclaimed album
Touchin' on Trane with bassist William Parker and
tenor saxophonist Charles Gayle. Also in the '90s
found Ali at the helm of the band Prima Materia
(initially co-led with Parker), an ensemble
dedicated to interpreting the late works of Coltrane
and Albert Ayler. Ali also briefly formed a non-
jazz project called Purple Trap with Japanese
experimental guitarist Keiji Haino and jazz-fusion
bassist Bill Laswell. They released a double album,
Titled, Decided...Already the Motionless Heart of
Tranquility, Tangling the Prayer Called "I"on
John Zorn's Tzadik label in March of 1999.

Mr. Ali recently released Judgment Day Vol. 2 to
enormous critical acclaim.

Though this band rarely plays outside of New York
City, this is one of the more potent working
