For the Django fanatics, there’s not a finer 
gypsy jazz band than One Leg Up.   Hailing 
from Asheville, North Carolina, they have been 
performing together since 2003.  
 
A tight jazz ensemble, One Leg Up, plays Gypsy 
jazz with 
conviction, where 
the solos come fast 
and furious with a 
high level of 
sensual energy and 
instrumental 
wizardry. 
  
One Leg Up works 
within the gypsy 
jazz framework 
while bringing 
different styles of 
jazz, Latin, and 
original music into 
their identity. This “Parisian” style of jazz, 
sometimes called Gypsy Jazz or Hot Club,  is 
upbeat acoustic swing with a repertoire of 
1920s, 30s, and 40s jazz standards, originals, 
modern jazz tunes, and of course, music from 
the book of guitarist/virtuoso Django Reinhardt.  

 
 

This style of jazz is popular in clubs and 
festivals throughout Europe, yet it is 
underrepresented in America. One Leg Up is 
one of the few bands that play this music in the 
southeast. 
 
One Leg Up’s originality also stems from the 
group being “collective stars.”  Like an astute 
big band, the group’s musicians are equally 
luminescent. At any moment, a violin, mandolin, 
or clarinet will take center stage, creating a stir 
usually reserved for a newly arrived brew. They 
are a mainstay at venues throughout the 
Southeast U.S. at festivals, concerts and jazz 
clubs.

Volume 1:  Lionel Hampton was born in April 
1908 and was one of the seminal figures in the 
history of jazz. Famous as a colleague of 
Benny Goodman, he went on to become a 
bandleader in his own right and performed 

virtually until his death in 
2002. The purpose of this 
album is not to merely 
imitate his music, but to 
capture its spirit. To this 
end, four of the musicians on 
the album actually worked 
with Lionel Hampton, and 
brilliantly helped recreate 
the greatness of the music 
on this newly recorded 
project.  
 

Volume 2 represents the 
Benny Goodman danceable 
collection of music 
originally recorded by this 
jazz innovator. Goodman, 
who died in 1986, is still 
revered throughout the 

world as the most technically proficient jazz 
clarinetists of all times and 2009 marks the 
centennial of his birth. His music ushered in 
the Swing era, he pioneered integrated bands 
in the 1930 s and his band was the first jazz 
band to play Carnegie Hall! Benny, who was 
dubbed King of Swing by one of his former 
band members Gene Krupa, played with such 
illustrious artists as Louis Armstrong, Billie 
Holliday and Ella Fitzgerald.

The third release by Swing Masters pays 
homage to Gene Krupa. Many consider 
Krupa to be one of the most influential 
drummers of the 20th century, particularly 
regarding the development of the drum kit. 
Gene Krupa, who played with Benny 
Goodman and Lionel Hampton in the 1930s, 
among others, displayed a level of 
showmanship never to be equaled.  
 

In keeping with the Swing Masters theme of 
authenticity, musicians that actually played 
with each CD’s featured artist are included on 
the discs.  Those musicians are John Bunch 
piano, Ken Peplowski clarinet, Warren Vache 
trumpet,  Frank Vignola guitar, Bob Millikan 
Trumpet, Jack Stuckey alto sax, Chuck 
Wilson alto sax, Derek Smith piano, Carmen 
Leggio Saxophone, Bucky Pizzarelli Guitar 
and Derek Smith Piano.
