I Feel a Song Coming On: The Life 
of Jimmy McHugh 
 
By Alyn Shipton  
 

From ragtime to rock 'n' roll  
 

This first biography of 
Jimmy McHugh captures a 
lively and significant 
contributor to American 
songwriting. Creator of 
favorite tunes such as "I'm 
in the Mood for Love" and 
"On the Sunny Side of the 
Street," McHugh was a one-
man history of twentieth-
century popular music: in 
his prolific composing 
career, he wrote songs for 
Duke Ellington, Shirley 
Temple, Bobby Breen, 

Carmen Miranda, Deanna Durbin, Frank 
Sinatra, Ethel Waters, Adelaide Hall, and scores 
of other entertainers, and his last works were 
turned into smash hits by Pat Boone and Fats 
Domino.  
 
Following McHugh from humble Irish-American 
beginnings in Boston to eventual success in New 
York, Europe, and Los Angeles, Alyn Shipton 
deftly evokes the lively milieus of Tin Pan Alley, 
the Cotton Club, Broadway, and Hollywood. 
McHugh crossed the color line frequently, 
writing revues for both black and white 
entertainers, and he and his songwriting partner 
Dorothy Fields were also among the first to 
create Hollywood musical films. In the 1940s, he 
waged heroic fundraising efforts for the war 
effort and the crusade against polio. He 
continued to write songs for shows, movies, and 
revues and managed up-and-coming singers late 
in his life. 
�
Alyn Shipton is a jazz critic for the Times of 
London and a regular broadcaster on BBC 
Radio. His books include A New History of Jazz 
and biographies of Bud Powell, Fats Waller, and

Carla's Christmas Carols 
Carla Bley, Steve Swallow and  
                  The Partyka Brass Quintet

On Carla’s Christmas Carols, the pianist and 
composer Carla 
Bley strikes a 
nice balance 

between 
tradition and 
innovation. The 
album features 

instrumental 
versions of 
seasonal tunes 
that should 
please both fans 
of Bley’s 

considerable 
arranging skills and lovers of these well-worn 
songs. She is joined by her frequent 
collaborator Steve Swallow on electric bass, 
and the Partyka Brass Quintet, a group led by 
bass trombone and tuba player Ed Partyka.  
 

The sounds of celeste, chimes, and glockenspiel 
appear here and there, providing the tinkly 
tones we associate with the winter holiday. 
Swallow brings his signature lead-style bass 
playing to a mysterious, Spanish-flavored 
version of “Away In a Manger.” A two-part 
version of “God Rest Ye Merry Gentleman” 
evokes the lush orchestrations of Gil Evans.  
 

Bley sneaks a couple of originals into the 
album’s mix, too. “Hell’s Bells” has ringing 
chimes, swinging solos, walking bass, and a 
quote from “Santa Claus Is Coming to Town.” 
The track segues into “Jesus Maria,” a quiet 
piece with solo turns by Bley and Swallow. The 
album closes with live recordings of “O Holy 
Night” and “Joy to the World.” 

 
 
 
 

 
 
The Spirit Of Christmas 
Ray Charles ( 2009 Remastered) 
 

Ray Charles was such a celebrity during the last 
decade or so of his life that sometimes it is 
forgotten just what a huge influence he exerted 
upon American music. From his first releases in 
the early 1950’s until his death in 2004 at the age 
of 73 he established a catalog of music that has 
rarely been equaled.  
 
That being said, it is amazing that he did not 
issue a Christmas album until 1985. The Spirit Of 
Christmas was originally issued on vinyl and has 
been reissued several times in CD form, but none 
match the clarity of this 2009 remastered 
version.  
 
In recent years the album has received a great 
deal of attention for one of its tracks being part 
of the movie Christmas Vacation. As the Chevy 
Chase character Clark Griswold watches old 
movies of family Christmas’ it is “That Spirit Of 
Christmas” which plays in the background. Here 
you receive the full five minute version. 
 
“Little Drummer Boy” uses a steel guitar and a 
horn section to 
support his 
bluesy lead 
vocal. “Rudolph 
The Red Nosed 
Reindeer” has a 
swinging jazzy 
feel which is far 
from what Gene 
Autry had in 
mind. He even 
manages to 
make the over 
recorded “Santa Claus Is Coming To Town” not 
only listenable, but actually very good.  
“Christmas Time” and “Christmas In My 
Heart” both return him to his rhythm and blues 
vocal roots.  
 
A bonus track. “Baby Its Cold Outside” is a duet 
with Betty Carter and was recorded by them in 
the early sixties. A nice finale to the album.
