Jordan, and his prime inspiration, Nat Cole of
the King Cole Trio. He played trumpet in the
marching and dance bands and started writing
his own songs.

After a year at the University of Mississippi, he
went to the Army in 1946, playing in the Army
Band in Colorado Springs and performing with
accomplished musicians from around the
country in small groups at NCO and Officer’s
clubs. Returning to “Ole Miss” he joined the
dance band as arranger, piano and trumpet
player, but shortly left to form his own trio,
playing piano and singing in a style heavily
influenced by Nat Cole, Louis Jordan and
Erroll Garner. After a year on the road, Mose
married, returned to college at Louisiana State
University and graduated in 1952 with a BA in
English and Philosophy.

Ben Tucker is a native of Tennessee. Mr.

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his musical interest first on trumpet and later
on the bass and quickly made a name for
himself in Nashville. Following a stint in the Air
Force, Ben settled in California, playing with
Art Pepper and Shorty Rogers, among others,
and was an integral participant in the
legendary “Jazz of Two Cities.”

By the early 1960's, he was regularly
performing and recording with such greats as
Herbie Mann, Billy Taylor, Dexter Gordon,
Buddy Rich, Quincy Jones, Marian
McPartland, Mel Torme, and, of course, Mose
Allison. A prodigious composer (many of his
songs are jazz standards) of over 300 titles,
Tucker's “Comin" Home Baby” was a
blockbuster hit for Herbie Mann, “Devilette”
and “The Message,” both recorded by Dexter
Gordon and “ Right Here, Right Now” by Billy
Taylor are just a few of the many title songs
that Ben has written and published.

Today, Ben
Tucker maintains an extremely busy career as
artist and businessman, playing regularly in
Savannah where he has been active in the city's
artistic, cultural, and economic scene, and has
been a major factor in business and other
matters affecting the interest of Savannah's
minority community while continuing to make
the national and international festival scene.

While in junior high

school, he began studying

with noted Harlem band

leader Cecil Scott and in

high school began playing

in the school band. In the

late 1950's, he started to

work in and around New

York  and developed

several long- lasting relationships with Randy
Weston, Mary Lou Williams, Sonny Rollins,
Woody Herman, Stan Getz, Billy Taylor,
Johnny Griffin and many, many others.

But, the association that secured Ben's place in
jazz history was his four year stint with the
legendary Thelonious Monk. He toured
extensively with Monk and recorded several

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now classic albums with the pianist. During his
tenure with Monk, Riley also displayed his
ability to play with a wide variety of musicians
including Earl "Fatha" Hines, Andrew Hill,
Hank Jones, Barry Harris and Clark Terry.
During the mid-1970's he began performing
and recording with Alice Coltrane and as a
member of the New York Jazz Quartet. From
the late 70's through the 80's he performed and
recorded extensively with the Ron Carter
Quartet which included bassist Buster Williams
and pianist Kenny Barron, whom Ben
recommended for the band. When Carter
disbanded his quartet, the rhythm section of
Riley, Williams and Barren remained intact,
working as a trio and rhythm section for
various touring artists visiting New York. It
was Riley who suggested adding a permanent
horn player to their trio and suggested Charlie
Rouse and the cooperative band Sphere was
born. He has developed long-lasting
relationships with Abdullah Ibrahim, Barney
Kessel, Chet Baker, Johnny Griffin and several
others.

In 1992, because of his vast contribution to jazz
music, Riley was inducted into his Savannah,
Georgia hometown based Coastal Jazz Hall of
Fame. Along with Riley's long over due
premier leader recording, he continues to
perform and record with long-time friends
Kenny Barron, Kenny Burrell, Phil Woods and
so many others who have come to appreciate
the many and varied talents of this master

Jazz guitar

legend Jim Hall
was educated at

the Cleveland
Institute of Music
and in the late
1950s moved to
Los Angeles
where he began
to attract
national, and

international, attention. He played with Chico
Hamilton Quintet, (1955-1956), Jimmy Giuffre
Trio (1956-1959), Ella Fitzgerald (1960-1961),
Ben Webster, Hampton Hawes, Bob
T h
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Brookmeyer, John Lewis, Zoot Sims, Paul
Desmond, Lee Konitz and Bill Evans. By 1960
Jim had arrived in New York to work with
Sonny Rollins and Art Farmer, among many
others. His live and recorded collaborations
with Bill Evans, Paul Desmond and Ron Carter
have become legendary.

His first formal recognition as a composer
came in 1997, when Hall won the New York
Jazz Critics Circle Award for Best Jazz
Composer/Arranger. His pieces for string,
brass, and vocal ensembles can be heard on his
"Textures" and "By Arrangement" recordings.

His original composition, "Quartet Plus Four,"

a piece for jazz quartet augmented by the
Zapolski string quartet, was debuted in

Denmark during the concert and ceremony
where he was awarded the coveted Jazzpar
Prize, and later released on CD.

Oliver also performs with his jazz quartet,

woodwind trio, and the Combrio Duo

consisting of Donna Clark on viola and Oliver
on flute.

A multi-instrumentalist, Doug Carn is
recognized worldwide as a Hammond B-3
virtuoso. He was destined from birth to

become a part of the world of music, born in
New York City and raised in St. Augustine,

Florida, where his mother, Gwendolyn Seniors
Carn, taught music in the St. Johns County
Public School System. Her unique and special
teaching abilities provided a fertile ground for
his future development. Mr. Carn started piano
lessons at the age of five but switched to the alto
sax at eight. His uncle, Bill Seniors, a jazz
aficionado and DJ, turned him on to all of the
jazz of the late forties and early fifties.

During his sophomore year in high school, Mr.
Carn started to play the oboe which eventually
earned him a
full scholarship
to Jacksonville

University

where he
returned to
teach in the Jazz
Studies

Department in

1982. About the

same time, Doug's creative writing abilities and
spiritual ideology began to bear fruit. He was
leading an organ trio in L.A. and studying with
Larry Young, Jr. (Khalid Yasin Aziz) when the
word started to "get around” about Doug's
multi-faceted talents. He was soon discovered
by Gene Russell who had heard about Doug's
innovative lyric adaptation of contemporary
jazz classics of Wayne Shorter's "Infant Eyes"
Coltrane’'s "A Love Supreme,” Bobby
Hutcherson's "Little B's Poem" and Horace
Silver's "Peace." Doug also gained critical
acclaim as a "Jazz Spatialist" for his "Deft
Orchestrations" and horn arrangements. They
were inspired by a natural ability to speak the
Be-Bop language and a solid foundation in the
classical tradition. Jazz critic Pete Welding said
in a Downbeat Magazine Review that Carn's
music's "chief distinction stemmed from leader
Carn's writing for voice and horns.
