This very powerful event, which will feature 
the Savannah Jazz Orchestra, co-led by Teddy 
Adams and Randall Reese, & The Savannah 
Arts Academy Skyelite Jazz Band, under the 
baton of Terry Staten, is part of the official 
Martin Luther King, Jr. Observance 
Celebration which pays tribute to the birth 
and life of one of America’s great men of 
freedom, justice and equality.  The Savannah 
Jazz Orchestra is comprised of the areas best 
musicians and has backed some of the biggest 

names in jazz, including:  Benny 
Golson, Jimmy Heath, Diane 
Schuur, Clark Terry and Bobby 
Watson.  They have performed at 
most of the Savannah Jazz Festivals 
and their annual Tribute to the 
Duke Ellington Concert is a favorite 
among local jazz fans.  The Skyelite 
Jazz Band has traveled the globe 
representing Savannah and has won 
many awards and accolades.  
 

The concert is free and open to the 
community thanks to the support of 
the Savannah Jewish Federation and 
a generous grant from the City of 
Savannah.

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On Sunday, the 22nd of January at 5:00 p.m. the Coastal Jazz 
Association will pay homage to the “Telfair Jazz Society, which 
was the beginning of a re-energized jazz scene in Savannah and 
ultimately led to what is now the Coastal Jazz Association.  The 
concert will be held at the Savannah Westin Resort – Just Across 
the River.  In 1978 after trombonist Teddy Adams returned to the 
U.S. after serving in the US Air  
Force in Japan, he teamed up with 
bassist,  and jazz legend Ben 
Tucker to begin the process of 
revitalizing the Savannah jazz 

scene which had laid dormant for almost 20 years. They formed a 
mainstream jazz group which was dubbed the Telfair Jazz Society. 
The popular musical group performed regularly on Sunday 
afternoons at the Telfair Museum in Savannah.  
 
Now, after more than 30 years the jazz scene in Savannah remains 
vibrant.  
 
The 2012 reformation of the Telfair Jazz Society will feature the region’s top artists, including Mr. 

Adams and Mr. Tucker, Quentin Baxter, Kevin Bales as well as 
vocalist Claire Frazier.  
 
The concert is FREE and open to the public.  It is recommended that 
attendees offer a donation for attending the event.  Money collected will 
go toward the Savannah Jazz Festival and producing the monthly 
concert series – Just Across the River.

A confluence of the 
post-bop trumpet 
legacy of Miles, 
Hubbard, & Shaw,

free exploration, Opening Statement is a 
powerful recording by one of the more 
prominent fixtures on the vibrant Chicago jazz 
scene of the past  years. Though having 
appeared on over 20 recordings alongside 
luminaries such as Willie Pickens, Chuchito 
Valdes, and even pop icon Phil Collins, this 
project marks trumpeter Carrillo's first 
recording as a leader, revealing a singular 
modern trumpeter with an expressive and

Rahsaan Barber 
Everyday Magic  
 

Saxophonist Rahsaan Barber, named after 
famed jazz reed artist and composer Rahsaan 
Roland Kirk, is one of the truly exciting young 

talents in jazz, as he aptly displays on his 
second and latest release, Everyday Magic.  In 
addition to the powerful voice he brings to the 
instrument, Barber is an incredibly harmonic 
composer, writing all of the songs on the 
project. Mr.  Barber also arranged, and 
produced this, his second album as a leader, 
with the support of his exceptional band, also 
called Everyday Magic. 
 

Barber clearly comes out of the Coltrane 
tradition, but the arrangement of his music, 
with its use of electric guitar, gives it an 
element of yesterday and very much today. On 
guitar is Adam Agati, Jody Nardone plays 
piano, Jerry 
Navarro is on 
bass and Nioshi 
Jackson provides 
the drum work. 
It’s a unit that 
sounds incredibly 
good together. 
Joining them on 
several tracks are 
trombonist Roland Barber, Rahsaan’s twin 
brother and Giovanni Rodriguez on 
percussion.  
 

Based in the country music capital, Nashville, 
Tennessee, Barber is one of many artists 
proving that great jazz talent does exist in the 
American South. Mr. Barber is a Adjunct 
Instructor of Saxophone at Nashville’s 
Belmont University and is among the many 
distinguished artists who have played with the 
Nashville Jazz Orchestra.  He has also 
performed at the community-based Nashville 
Jazz Workshop. (Jazz Music City)

Over the course of four decades, the 
saxophonist, composer and bandleader 
David Murray has created a body of work 

remarkable 
for its 

magnitude 
(over 150 

albums), 
importance (a 

Grammy 
Award, a 

Guggenheim 
Fellowship, a 

Bird Award, a 
Danish Jazz 
Bar Prize, 

etc.) and breadth (co-founding iconic bands 
such as the World Saxophone Quartet, and 
performing with everyone from the Grateful 
Dead to the Gwo Ka Masters of Guadeloupe 
to The Roots).   
 
This is a heartfelt love letter to one of the 
great figures in popular music who was 
nonetheless a phenomenally gifted jazz 
musician. David Murray Cuban Ensemble 
Plays Nat King Cole - En Español is based on 
two recordings that were as improbable 50 
years ago as Murray’s excavation of them is 
today. Released in 1958 and 1962, 
respectively, Cole Español and More Cole en 
Español found Cole singing melodies from 
Cuba, Mexico, Puerto Rico, Brazil and 
Argentina: Osvaldo Farrés’s “Quizás, 
quizás, quizás,” Richard Egues’s “El 
bodeguero,” and Bobby Capo’s “Piel 
canela,” to name a wide-ranging few. On his 
album, otherwise comprised of covers (of 
covers), Murray includes one original, which 
is also a Cole tribute, entitled “Black Nat.”  

Murray’s approach to the material was 
similarly committed to authenticity. To play 
his new arrangements, Murray assembled 

some of the best Cuban musicians and 
formed the 10-piece David Murray Cuban 
Ensemble. After performing together for 
several months, the group recorded in 
Buenos Aires. To the big band, Murray 
added an equally sizable string section: 11 
members of the Sinfonieta of Sines, which he 
recorded in Portugal. The tango singer 
Daniel Melingo, the tango revivalist and 
Pedro Almodóvar collaborator, contributes 
to four tracks, while the bandoneón player 
Juanjo Mosalini performs on one.  

David Murray is a remarkable saxophonist 
who seems to thrive in the context of a big 
band. This is one of the more imaginative 
recordings of 2011, and probably one of 
Murray's finest big band dates since Sweet 
Basil. There's a feel of romanticism in the 
arrangements and in Murray's playing that 
is imaginative yet with a twist from Cole's 
original interpretations. Rather than take 
Cole's arrangements, Murray has chosen to 
hear them in his own way, and with a very 
nice and well accomplished supporting cast.

The Breathless Present: A Memoir 
in Four Movements  
By Carl Vigeland 
 

At once a writer’s autobiography and a road 
book, with vivid portraits of an unusual group of 

people—ranging from an 
early mentor and one-time 
neighbor, the late poet 
Archibald MacLeish, to 
world renowned jazz great 
Wynton Marsalis (with 
whose bands Carl Vigeland 
traveled for many years) and 
the author’s charismatic, 
tormented father, also a 

musician—The Breathless Present tells several 
intersecting stories in a variety of voices that 
mirror music’s power to transmute memory and 
affirm life. 
 

“If I were going to read a story,” Vigeland’s 
daughter Maren says as they walk their dog Jack 
in an early scene in the book, “I wouldn’t want to 
read it if you could explain the story in a couple of 
sentences. I would onlywant to read a story if you 
had to read all of it to understand it.” Vigeland 
continues: What would I need to say if I were 
going to write the story my daughter described, a 
story you could read late at night in a quiet 
corner of the city somewhere? What words would 
find the feeling of that summer day when I took 
off—went on the road—certain this was 
something I had to do as I kissed my children 
goodbye, Maren the youngest still sleeping with 
the calendar I’d bought her on the wall by her 
bed, the days I would be gone marked off so she 
could see?” 
 

The son of musicians, Carl Vigeland grew up in 
Buffalo, NY; after graduating from Harvard, he 
lived in Conway, where he taught school, worked 
on a farm, and reported for small newspapers 
while freelancing for several magazines. The 

author of six other books, he lives now in 
Amherst, where he teaches writing at the 
University of Massachusetts. Paperback: 312 pages;

Teddy Adams Plays Jazz In Moscow 
 

Teddy Adams recently returned from Moscow, 
Russia, where he and an all-star group of New 
York musicians recorded a performance before a 
packed audience at Tchaikovsky Hall (equivalent 
to Carnegie Hall in the U.S.).  Mr. Adams has 
recorded with musicians that include Slide 
Hampton, Jimmy Heath, Houston Person and Joey 
Morant.  Mr. Adams was invited by Mr. Morant to 
perform on the Russian Tour. 
 

According to Mr. Adams, the sold out Tchaikovsky 
Hall is the largest concert venue in Moscow.  The 
group received standing ovations and were called 
for two encores.  The New York All Stars were 
accompanied by the Moscow Symphony.  Adams 
said that the group has been invited to return next 
year.  Tours that include Europe and Japan are 
already scheduled for next year.
